Regional Summary:

Climate change is a major threat to sustainable growth and development in Africa. Although Africa is the continent least responsible for climate change, it is particularly vulnerable to the effects. Climate variability lies behind much prevailing poverty, food insecurity, and weak economic growth in Africa. Some 200 million of the poorest people in Africa are food insecure, many through their dependence on climate sensitive livelihoods – predominantly rain-fed agriculture. Their vulnerability is expected to increase with climate change due to anticipated increases in climate variability through more droughts and floods. Similar changes are anticipated in crop production, seasonal water resources, malaria prevalence, crop pests and other climate sensitive aspects of rural life. Poor rural people with fewest choices, least access to resources, and climate sensitive livelihoods, are most at risk. from climate uncertainty.
