Dear Delegates
Welcome to the Mulberry Model United Nations Conference December 2011 on Climate Change. Our committee IPCC Asia will focus on climate mitigation, adaptation, technology and finance specific to the Asia region. 
An issue that will and is already affecting every country in the world, it is of vital importance that all delegates work together over the two days of the conference to address and successfully resolve the problems surrounding climate change in Asia. 

Delegates must bear in mind that there is no one solution to ending climate change as there is no one cause of its occurrence. Climate change presents itself in many forms and there are problems specific to Asia that we will discuss and tackle together. 
Asia is fast becoming one of the largest contributors to greenhouse gas emissions due to the growing use of transport and technology in China, Japan and India. At the same time Asia is vulnerable to rising sea levels as result of glaciers melting in the Himalaya and this will bring forth its own problems such as increased flooding, water borne diseases, pests and much more. The adverse effects of such problems are likely to hit the poorest regions in Asia the hardest, regions where progress and reaction to climate change is slowest. 
While there has been some awareness of climate change and its impact in recent years, much of the region continues to be unaware of the extent of the problem and lack of a national action plan results in poorly coordinated regional efforts. The already increasing bouts of flooding in Bangladesh and India and rising levels of greenhouse gas emissions in China indicates that this problems is yet to be tackled effectively with relevant intervention and resources. Asia remains the only region in the world without a single treaty-based multilateral institution and with a history of social and political disputes the need for delegates to collaborate effectively is crucial to address the threats posed by climate change on the whole region. 
Therefore delegates, when coming to solutions to tackle climate change it important to consider the short and long term advantages and disadvantages as well as the social, economical and ethical implications of the proposed resolutions. You must consider the following points in your research in order to resolve the matter successfully.

· Climate change issues and actions in your country.

· UN actions by your country on Climate Change, including in Asia

· Climate Change issues in Asia as a whole

· Make sure you can discuss how your country thinks the UN should tackle:

· Climate mitigation in your region

· Climate adaptation in your region

· Climate technology in your region

· Financial responsibility for climate change in the region

· Past UN action on Climate Change eg. UNFCCC and Kyoto Protocol

It is expected that all delegates are informed of the topic to be debated and have done sufficient research on their nations, their policies and customs in order to represent them in their true form and succeed in this conference.
